Derby Reach Regional Park is located in northern Langley, near Fort Langley, and along the shores of the Fraser River. To get to the park from Vancouver, drive east towards Highway #1 and merge with the highway heading eastbound. Continue along the highway taking Exit #58 200th Street North. After turning off the highway, go left, crossing over the highway and continue along 200th street to 96th Avenue. Turn right onto 96th Avenue and continue for a short distance and make a left onto 208th Street. Continue driving along 208th Street to Allard Crescent and make a right. Drive along Allard Crescent for about 2km and watch for park signs, making a left into the park and the large parking area. 

To drive to the Historic Area where the Houston Trail starts, continue driving straight along Allard Crescent for another 2km and watch for a gravel parking lot on your right. 

MUSIC SUNDAY
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In 1943, when Mrs. Jean Taylor was a member of the Choir, she presented the idea of holding a Special Music Service on a Sunday in June before the Choir recessed for the summer.  Her suggestion was approved by everyone, with the result that the eventual performance was so well received, it became an annual event.  Thus began the tradition of “Music Sunday”.

In 1946, when Mr. Harold Wooster, the former Choir Director retired, Mrs. Taylor took on the position.  She continued to lead the Choir until her retirement in 1966.  Her daughter, Mrs. Shirley Barker, took her mother’s place and directed the Choir for many years until her untimely death in 1978.  Mrs. Taylor died in April 1985.

After Shirley’s death, David Proznick became Choir Director, continuing for ten years.  He was followed by Steven Johnston who also directed for ten years.  When Steven left in 1998, Tim Bailey took over and led our choir until the end of 2007.  In 2008, Sharon Lauzé became our Choir Director. Because these leaders faithfully carried on the tradition of Music Sunday, we are celebrating the 72nd  Anniversary of this event on Sunday, June 28, 2015.

Over the years, we have enjoyed organ music from Beth (Leullier) Scott,  Pat Patterson, Grace Gauthier and Tim Bailey.  Dianne Nichols has now taken over this role when needed.

Some years ago, the Choir started a tradition of their own by serving Strawberry Shortcake after the service, during coffee hour.  This was their way of saying ‘thank you’ to the Congregation for their support over the years.
